TRIODION BEGINS TODAY!

The Triodion refers to the entire Lenten season before Pascha, including three weeks be-
fore Great Lent begins. If Great Lent is the period of warfare against temptation and evil,
the period that begins today is the p r e p a tffoathai warfare. Do we not need to train
and plan a strategy in order to face this battle?

Written for the devout Christian, the Triodion is full of warnings against pride and hypo-
crisy—the ultimate spiritual sins to which religious folk are so susceptible. Its hymns
teach us the true nature and purpose of fasting and of Lent itself.

The first Sunday of the Triodion (today) tells us about the Publican and the Pharisee,
teaching the need for humility. The second Sunday tells of the Prodigal Son, teaching the
need for repentance. The third Sunday tells of the Judgment, and the fourth Sunday is
about forgiveness. Only by being armed with humility, repentance, awareness of the Judg-
ment and forgiveness, can we begin the Lenten journey!

This morning (and every Sunday morning of the Triodion) we hear these beautiful hymns
during the Orthros (Matins) Service. Let it be the personal prayer of each us:

Open to me the gates of repentance, O Giver of Life;

For my spirit rises early to pray towards Your holy temple,

Bearing the temple of my body all defiled;

But in Your compassion, purify me by the loving kindness of Your tender mercy.

Lead me on the paths of salvation, O Theotokos;

For I have profaned my soul with shameful sins,

And have wasted my life in laziness.

But by your intercessions, deliver me from all impurity.

When [ think of the many evil things I have done, wretch that I am,
I tremble at the fearful day of judgement.

But trusting in Your loving kindness, like David I cry to You:
Have mercy on me, O God, according to Your great mercy.

WHO CAN RECEIVE HOLY COMMUNION?  Because receiving Holy Communion or any
other Sacrament is an expression of our acceptance of the dogmatic and moral teachings of the Or-
thodox Faith, only Orthodox Christians (by baptism or chrismation) in good standing may partici-
pate. For this reason, persons who do not agree with these teachings, or not in good standing (for
example, married outside the church, or unmarried but sexually active, or civilly divorced but not
ecclesiastically divorced), must return to good standing in order to participate in Orthodox Sacra-
ments such as Holy Communion and Unction. This is also why Orthodox Christians do not receive
sacraments in non-Orthodox churches.

THE TRIODION BEGINS TODAY —the Triodion is the name of the book used in Orthodox
Christian worship during the periods of pre-lent, Great Lent and Holy Week. This pre-lenten period
is referred to as the Triodion season. During the first week of Triodion, there is no fasting.

Todayz Gospel and Epistle Readings

EPISTLE READING
St. Paul's Second Letter to Timothy 3:10-15

TIMOTHY, my son, you have observed my teaching, my conduct, my aim in
life, my faith, my patience, my love, my steadfastness, my persecutions, my
sufferings, what befell me at Antioch, at lconion, and at Lystra, what persecu-
tions I endured; yet from them all the Lord rescued me. Indeed all who desire
to live a godly life in Christ Jesus will be persecuted, while evil men and im-
postors will go on from bad to worse, deceivers and deceived. But as for
you, continue in what you have learned and have firmly believed, knowing
from whom you learned it and how from childhood you have been acquainted
with the sacred writings which are able to instruct you for salvation through
faith in Christ Jesus.

GOSPEL READING
Luke 18: 10-14

The Lord said this parable, "Two men went up into the temple to pray, one a
Pharisee and the other a tax collector. The Pharisee stood and prayed thus with
himself, 'God, I thank you that I am not like other men, extortioners, unjust,
adulterers, or even like this tax collector. I fast twice a week, I give tithes of all
that I get.' But the tax collector, standing far off, would not even lift up his eyes
to heaven, but beat his breast, saying, 'God, be merciful to me a sinner!" I tell
you, this man went down to his house justified rather than the other; for every-
one who exalts himself will be humbled, but he who humbles himself will be
exalted."
